To take advantage of this cost savings rather than using the
native Dexcom app, use either xDrip (for Android) & Spike (for iOS).

iOS users may encounter significant challenges when installing Spike. BCDiabetes staff will
be happy to help set up installations for its clients that last 12 months rather than the default

xDrip (for Android) & Spike (for iOS) also work beautifully with the third-party Freestyle Libre
hardware add-ons MiaoMiao and Blucon Nightrider providing superior bluetooth connectivity,
the ability to calibrate and better reporting.
